 It is doubtful that Paul, when he sat down 

to write what we now know as the thirteenth chap-

ter of First Corinthians, knew that he was penning 

what was to become one of the keystones of Chris-

tian ethics. In this brief passage, he set down ideals 

about love that have held fast through the centuries. 

Sometimes we think that because these are ideals 

that we aspire to, we are excused from them in our 

daily living. 

 But what Paul was writing was a letter to 

his friends, providing them with some sound advice 

about what it meantðand still meansðto live in 

love, day by day, as a follower of Jesus Christ. We 

find in his words to his friends a broadening of the 

great commands of Jesus to love God and neighbor. 

Today we hear what this love must look like in our 

own actions, and how it ought to guide our rela-

tionships with others.

 In appointing Jeremiah to stand up to the peo-

ple and announce the truth, God at the same time 

promised him the strength to do the job. ñThey will 

fight against you but not prevail over you, for I am 

with youò (Jeremiah 1:19). 

 Jesus also faced opposition, right from the 

start. In his home town of Nazareth the people could-

nôt accept the idea that someone from among their 

own could be Godôs messenger. ñ[F]illed with fury,ò 

they expelled Jesus from town and would have hurled 

him over the edge of the hill. ñBut Jesus passed 

through the midst of them and went awayò (Luke 

4:28, 30). 

 Although the true prophet has strength from 

God, Saint Paul says thereôs something even more 

important than suffering death for the sake of Godôs 

word. ñ[I]f I hand my body over so that I may boast, 

but have not love, I gain nothingò (1 Corinthians
